Artists use colors to show feelings. Warm colors make you
think of warm things, like sunshine and fire. If you were mak-
ing a picture and wanted to show that something was warm,
you might use red, yellow, or orange. Cool colors make you
think of cool things like water, grass, and mountains. If you
wanted to show that something was cool, you might use blue,
green, or purple.

In the box below is a list of feelings. Which color do you think
goes best with each feeling? Draw a line from the feeling to
the color it makes you think of on the right.
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Artists use texture to make art look more interesting or real.
Texture is the way that something feels when you touch it.
Some things feel smooth, and others feel rough. You can add
texture to a picture by making a rubbing.

Close your eyes and rub your hand over different objects.
Find a few things that feel interesting. Lay a piece of paper
over the objects and rub the crayon over the paper lightly.



Be careful to rub with the same amount of pressure and in the
same direction each time. Which texture looks like grass?
Which looks like water? Use different textures to make a
picture.

Artists use many different materials to make their artwork.
L.ook at the list of materials below and pick at least three you
would like to try. Use them to draw and color a picture of one
simple object such as a flower, tree, or house. Which drawing
material do you like best?

Three-dimensional art is art that is not flat but takes up space
in height, depth, and width. Make something that is three—
dimensional. Some ideas to try include a sculpture, a mobile,
or a puffed picture.

Contact a local nursing
home, school, or hospital to see if it has an art therapist.
Ask if the therapist will talk to your troop about how art can

heal. If possible, observe a class led by an art therapist.
